STARTER SITES

Starter Sites are a good way to get your artwork on the web in a simple and elegant format.

o The basic starter site is $850 and comes with four portfolio pages of 8 thumbnails and 8 large images
each. This means a total of 32 images in portfolios. Each portfolio page has room for a 200 worg
statement — or more, if you choose the ‘floating statement’ option descri%ed below.

o There's also an ‘about’ page. This can contain a bio, or an overall statement, or some other piece of
text. Word count 200 - 250 words. The ‘about’ page has room for an extra image — perhaps a
favorite that didn’t make it into one of the portfolio pages. Vertical format works best.

o And the home page too is an opportunity for a large, horizontal formatted image.
o Background colors, text colors, and fonts are fully customizable.
o There are three layout structures to choose from, creatively named ‘A’, ‘B’, and the new layout ‘C’".

* ‘A’ has a horizontal navigation menu near the top, and thumbnails underneath it.

* ‘B’ has a vertical navigation menu on the left, and thumbnails underneath it.
E.g. www.williamdutterer.com

* 'C’ has a vertical navigation menu on the left, and thumbnails to the right of it.

COSTS FOR ADDITIONAL STARTER SITE GOODIES

You can trick out your starter site bﬁ adding to the basic template. Costs for such goodies are as follows.
If you have an idea for a ‘goodie’ but don't see it listed here, call or email me and we can discuss it!

Extra pages : $90 per page.

This can mean portfolio pages, or a links page, or another type of page. You can also purchase ‘empty’
pages that you can fill up later if you choose the ‘Content management System’ option below. Note: more
than 9 pages total will require layout structure ‘C’ to accommodate the longer menu.

Captions : $45 per page.

Small pieces of information that change with each image on a portfolio page, e.g. title, medium, size,
date.  Must be kept short so as not to interfere space-wise with the statements. Unless you also get
‘Floating Statements’ (see below).
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Page Substitutions : Extra $100 each.
E.g. you only want three portfolio pages and your fourth page is to be say a bibliography or links page.
E.g. www.sirius7jewelry.com

Extra images per page — up to 10 images total per page: $105 per page.

For bandwidth reasons this is generally NOT recommended, especially if your images are highly detailed -
more images means each page will take longer to download and your DSL- and dialup-using friends will
complain! | only like to offer this in the sort of situation where the artist has a series of 10 images (or 5 with
5 details) and breaking them into two pages would be unnatural.

OFloating®d statement texts : $ NO CHARGE! | like these so much | want everyone to have them!
Floating statements are not visible until the viewer rolls over the button, then they c}/isappedr again when the
viewer rolls off. They float above the images on the page, and so neither the statement nor the images are
as constrained in size as they normally would be when sharing the space side by side.

Content Management System (CMS): $700 set up, plus $90 per page for the first two pages the
CMS applies to. $50 per page for subsequent pages the CMS applies to.

Enables you to easily change out your images and text content without learning any code or needing any
special software — you do it through your own web browser. This cost applies at time of building the site.
E.g. www.janeschiffhauer.com - not that you can see the CMS without logging in with her password!

(If you add a CMS later, it will cost more.)

PayPal Integration  : $700 set up, plus $90 per page with items for sale.

Enables you to sell items directly from your website. This cost applies at time of building the site.
E.g. www.sarasutton.com

(If you add PayPal later, it will cost more.)

Integrate a CMS with PayPal : additional $700 on top of the above CMS and PayPal integration
costs, when both systems are built at the time the site is created.

l.e. you're selling from your site AND you want to be able to edit the text and image content yourself.
(Adding one or the other systems later will cost extra to integrate them.)

Domain Name and Hosting Set -Up

Blue Mouse Monkey will help you set up your domain name and web hosting at Bluehost.com, and make
sure your email is configured correctly and domain name is pointed correctly (if registered elsewhere), all
for $50. However, if you wish to purchase hosting elsewhere, and you need help setting it up, Blue Mouse
Monkey will charge an extra fee based on an hourly rate of $70/hr.
